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    Making a Windmill


What you will need:

Coloured paper		Pencils with a rubber on top
Scissors				Pin
Ruler				Colouring pens or pencils

Instructions:

1. Cut out a 25cm x 25cm square of thick paper.

2. Design both sides of your square.

3. Draw a diagonal line from each corner to the opposite corner.

4. Mark the middle of the square (where the two lines cross)

5. Punch a hole through it with a sharp pencil.

6. Measure 3cms away from the hole in the centre along each of your diagonal lines.

7. Cut along the diagonal line.

Do not cut over the 3cms you have measured!!

8. Take a pin and make a tiny hole in the top left of the corner of the four flaps.

9. Pick up a flap at the corner with a hole in it, and pull over towards the middle. Repeat this for the other 3 flaps.

10. Carefully lift the paper without letting the flaps unfold.   Lay the pencil (with rubber on top) flat on the table and carefully push the pin into the side of the rubber.

11. Now you are ready to take your windmill outside and see how it spins.

Continuing from yesterday’s learning about windmills, today, have a go at making a turbine and see what you notice. Follow the instructions below and use the recording sheet to record your observations. 

Note: In this activity, you should note the forces of air resistance, water resistance and friction, that act between moving surfaces. You should be able to explain that unsupported objects fall toward Earth because of the force of gravity acting between the Earth and the falling object. 

The turbine explores Sir Isaac Newton’s discovery that for every action there is an equal and opposite reaction. When the water pours out of the small hole, it forces the carton to move in the opposite direction, causing it to turn. The more holes there are, the faster the carton will turn. Check it out! 

	Some people think we should have more windmills in our country, since they are an important renewable source of energy. Research this further and then write a persuasive letter to the UK Government’s Environment Secretary, explaining why there should be more windmills in our country. 

On the other hand, many people think that windmills are an eyesore and we do not really have enough space for them in our countryside, without damaging the habitats of plants and animals. Write another persuasive letter in role to the Environment secretary from a local resident who is concerned about the building of windmills on nearby land and its effect on the local wildlife. 

Try to recall and apply the features of persuasive writing that we learned about last term, such as: emotive/ strong language, the language of argument, ‘dare to disagree’ statements – can you think of any more?

The life and work of Van Gogh

[image: ]Vincent van Gogh is one of the most well-known post-impressionist artists, for whom colour was the chief symbol of expression, was born in Groot-Zundert, Holland on March 30, 1853.

The son of a pastor, brought up in a religious and cultured atmosphere, Vincent was highly emotional, lacked self-confidence and struggled with his identity and with his general life direction. He believed that his true calling was to preach the gospel; however, it took years for him to discover his calling as an artist. Between 1860 and 1880, when he finally decided to become an artist, van Gogh had already experienced two unsuitable and unhappy romances and had worked unsuccessfully as a clerk in a bookstore, an art salesman, and a preacher in the Borinage (a dreary mining district in Belgium) where he was dismissed for overzealousness.

As an artist, van Gogh began late and died young. Yet, over a span of 10 years, Vincent van Gogh completed nearly 900 paintings and 1,100 sketches, lithographs, and other works. The troubled Dutch artist became obsessed with his subjects and returned to them again and again, painting near duplicates of sunflowers or cypress trees. With manic brushstrokes and dramatic flourishes of his palette knife, van Gogh carried Post-Impressionism into new realms.

He remained in Belgium to study art, determined to give happiness by creating beauty. The works of his early Dutch period are sombre-toned, sharply lit, genre paintings of which the most famous is "The Potato Eaters" (1885). In that year van Gogh went to Antwerp where he discovered the works of Rubens and purchased many Japanese prints.

In 1886, he went to Paris to join his brother Théo, the manager of Goupil's gallery. In Paris, van Gogh studied with Cormon, inevitably met Pissarro, Monet, and Gauguin. Having met the new Impressionist painters, he tried to imitate their techniques; he began to lighten his very dark palette and to paint in the short brushstrokes of the Impressionists’ style. Unable to successfully copy the style, he developed his own more bold and unconventional style.

In 1888, Van Gogh decided to go south to Arles where he hoped his friends would join him and help found a school of art. At The Yellow House, van Gogh hoped like-minded artists could create together. Gauguin did join him but with disastrous results. Van Gogh’s nervous temperament made him a difficult companion and night-long discussions combined with painting all day undermined his health. Near the end of 1888, an incident led Gauguin to ultimately leave Arles. Van Gogh pursued him with an open razor, was stopped by Gauguin, but ended up cutting a portion of his own ear lobe off. Van Gogh then began to alternate between fits of madness and lucidity and was sent to the asylum in Saint-Remy for treatment.

 In May of 1890, after a couple of years at the asylum, he seemed much better and went to live in Auvers-sur-Oise under the watchful eye of Dr. Gachet. Two months later, he died from what is believed to have been a self-inflicted gunshot wound "for the good of all." During his brief career, he did not experience much success; he sold only one painting, lived in poverty, malnourished and overworked. The money he had was supplied by his brother, Theo, and was used primarily for art supplies, coffee and cigarettes.

Van Gogh's finest works were produced in less than three years in a technique that grew more and more impassioned in brushstroke, in symbolic and intense colour, in surface tension, and in the movement and vibration of form and line. Van Gogh's inimitable fusion of form and content is powerful; dramatic, lyrically rhythmic, imaginative, and emotional, for the artist was completely absorbed in the effort to explain either his struggle against madness or his comprehension of the spiritual essence of man and nature.

In spite of his lack of success during his lifetime, van Gogh’s legacy lives on having left a lasting impact on the world of art. Van Gogh is now viewed as one of the most influential artists having helped lay the foundations of modern art.

Post-Impressionism

Post-impressionism is a 1.term used to describe the development of French art after Manet (1832–1883). The British artist and art critic Roger Fry used the term in 1910, and it is now a standard art term. Fry was also the first person to organize the 1910 2.exhibition of Manet and the Post-Impressionists.

The post-impressionists were 3.artists of the late 19th century who saw the work of the French Impressionist painters and were 4.influenced by them. Their art styles grew out of the style called Impressionism. The word "Post-" means "after", so "post-impressionist" painting came after "impressionist" painting. Impressionist painting shows life-like 5.subjects painted in a broad, rapid style, with 6.brushstrokes that are easily seen and colours that are often bright. Post-impressionism artists developed impressionism but rejected its 7.limitations. They continued using the real-life subject matter, with 8.vivid colours, often with thick paint. However, they added other ideas. Using 9.geometric forms, distorting form for effect, and using unnatural colours are some of their ways.  

The main post-impressionist painters were Paul Cezanne, Paul Gauguin, 10.Vincent van Gogh, Georges Seurat, Henri Toulouse-Lautrec and Henri Rousseau. Picasso and Braque were certainly post-impressionists, but they can be better described Cubists. 

The post-impressionist painters lived in 11.France and knew each other, but they did not work together as a group, in the way that some of the impressionists did. They painted in ways that were different from each other. The post-impressionists led the way for other artists to 12.experiment and develop all the different styles of Modern art in the 20th century.
